The Board of Aldermen of the City of Grandview, Missouri, met in Regular Session on the above date at 7:00 p.m., in the City Hall, 1200 Main Street, Grandview, Missouri.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Leonard Jones, roll was called and a quorum was declared present. Mayor Jones led in the pledge of allegiance. The agenda was approved as written. The minutes of the August 23, 2016 Regular Session were approved as written.

ITEM VI.  PUBLIC COMMENTS

Grace Speicher, 13010 Byars Road, presented a handout to the Board entitled “10 Reasons to Support the Arts” and spoke in support of the arts to encourage the Board and citizens of Grandview to support the arts.

ITEM VII.  PUBLIC HEARINGS

Item VII.-E. – Public Hearing to Amend Sections 31-3, 31-25(C), 31-25(I), and the Appendix of the Zoning Ordinance Regarding Definitions and Allowances for Halfway Houses and Group Home-Transitional Living Centers and Revising the Regulations for Telecommunications Towers to be in Conformance with Missouri Senate Bill 650 (SB650).

City Planner Bryce Johnson and Building Official Keith Dabney presented to the Board a report on the amendments proposed to the Zoning Ordinance.  Halfway houses were addressed first to more specifically define the subject as a proposed addition to the ordinance.  

Building Official Keith Dabney said that Senate Bill 650, which was approved by state legislation and effective August, 2014, significantly limited municipal involvement in the regulation of several aspects of cellular towers.  He noted some of the limitations, most notably the elimination of a planning and zoning site plan application and fee requirement by the City.  The Bill did not prohibit the City’s requirement for a Building Permit for the cell towers, but stipulated that there would be an automatic approval by the state for placement of a cell tower if the Building Permit was not approved within 120 days by the City.

Mr. Dabney confirmed for Mayor Jones that the Bill did prevent the City from receiving an application or fee for the site of a cell tower, eliminating the process of an application being approved by the Planning Commission, but a Building Permit issued by the City was still required.  He also confirmed that the proposed amendments would comply with state law.

Alderman Crain noted the Bill as another example of the power of lobbyists who have approached legislators to take away power from cities, giving them no ability to approve where cell towers could be located within a city, including no power to require that an abandoned tower be removed.  He deemed the unfunded mandate a harassment from the state legislature, among other mandates such as the elimination of the City’s permission for a utility company to use rights-of-way. 

City Administrator Cory Smith said that the officials at the Missouri Municipal League could discuss how to address the mandates, noting that year after year the state has taken more power away from cities.  He noted that compliance with the state law was essential to avoid possible litigation, and that more public awareness was needed so that citizens would know in advance of state legislation being passed.

Mayor Jones closed the public hearing.
