The Board of Aldermen of the City of Grandview, Missouri, met in Regular Session on the above date at 7:00 p.m., in the City Hall, 1200 Main Street, Grandview, Missouri.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Leonard Jones, roll was called and a quorum was declared present. Mayor Jones led in the pledge of allegiance. The agenda was approved as written. Absent—Alderman Kessinger. The minutes of the October 25, 2016 Regular Session were approved as written. Absent—Alderman Kessinger.

ITEM VII.  PUBLIC HEARINGS
.
Item VII.-E. – A Public Hearing on the Application for Approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a Monopole Telecommunications Tower at 1507 Main Street.

City Planner Bryce Johnson and Building Official Keith Dabney addressed the Board by giving an overview of the revised site plans that Mr. Johnson handed out to the Mayor and Board (see attached documentation).  Mr. Johnson noted that the requirements for the Conditional Use Permit (CUP) were outlined in their staff report. He indicated that the main revision to the plan was that the setback changed from 80 to 60 feet from the property line. 

Mr. Johnson mentioned that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on November 2, 2016 and that no one from the public attended. The revised site plan he had given to the Board addressed concerns from the Planning Commission and the Commission had voted to recommend approval conditional upon reducing the setback.

In response to Alderman Crain, Mr. Johnson confirmed that the correct address of the proposed tower was 1507 Main Street.

Alderman Turnbaugh expressed concern about the height of the tower in the case of a possible high wind causing it to break.

Mayor Jones indicated that he had concerns about a 120-foot tall tower so close to retail businesses, and he was also concerned about losing three parking spaces. Mr. Scott Goble, who was in attendance to represent the owner Eco-Site the carrier T-Mobile, assured Mayor Jones that Eco-Site had secured a $1 million insurance policy for any possible damage caused by the tower, and in case of the tower breaking in the middle, it would clear any structures within 50 feet of property lines.

Alderman Maloney confirmed with Mr. Goble that the insurance would cover anything caused by the tower, including ice falling off of the tower.  

Mayor Jones confirmed that Eco-Site would be the owner, with T-mobile leasing a space on the tower.

Mayor Jones declared the public hearing closed.

Item VII.-F. – A Public Hearing on the Application for Approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a Monopole Telecommunications Tower at 6522 E. 125th Street.

City Planner Bryce Johnson reported to the Board that the site plan for the Conditional Use Permit (CUP) had been revised per Planning Commission recommendations at their public hearing on November 2, 2016 (see attached documentation). Those recommendations included changing the easement from 125th Street to now connect to 123rd Street, along with a six-foot chain-link fence proposed.  He indicated that the revised site plan that he handed out to the Mayor and Board also included a setback from 60 feet to 55 feet from the west property line, also recommended by the Planning Commission at their hearing. 

Mr. Johnson mentioned another revision to the plan was to change the height of the tower from 120 feet to 110 feet.

Alderman Maloney confirmed that it was the responsibility of the City to make sure the applicant was compliant with all requirements of the CUP.

Mr. Goble indicated that the owner was in agreement with the Planning Commission regarding the revisions recommended.

In response to Alderman Crain, Mr. Goble said that T-Mobile was the only carrier shown in the photographs in the plan because the owner had not leased to any other carriers at this time, but there was potential for three other carriers. 

Alderman Maloney asked Mr. Goble to explain how the location for the tower was determined.  Mr. Goble indicated that the location was as near to the middle of areas that would best meet their coverage objectives.  He added that hey had tried to find an existing structure, but determined that a tower would need to be constructed. 

Planning Commissioner Mr. Thomas Rousey expressed concerns that the setback was not far enough from the area’s apartment buildings, and therefore had voted no at the Planning Commission public hearing. He indicated that if the location were to be moved to the north, it would have been a better location, but the applicant had not agreed.  He also noted that he thought that a better plan for the setback would have been 200 feet.

Building Official Keith Dabney reported that all licenses were obtained or attainable and that any concerns would be addressed regarding engineer drawings.

Mayor Jones closed the public hearing.
