Item V.-B. – Public Hearing on the Adoption of the New Flood Insurance Rate Map Panel Numbers and Flood Insurance Study that Will Revise the Flood Hazard Boundary Map, Effective January 20, 2017.

Public Works Director Dennis Randolph said the main reason for the public hearing was the primary change to adopt the new flood insurance rate maps designed by the Corps of Engineers.  Adoption would become effective January 20, 2017.

In response to Alderman Crain, he explained that the ordinance also modified the lowest floor elevation of buildings that would be set at one foot above the base flood plain to allow leeway from possible flooding even though structures were not allowed in flood plains.
