    On 155th Street, crews are finishing a 
roundabout on the east side of I-49 and a 
divergent diamond on the west side.     
   On Main Street, crews are making fast 
work of the bridge and the new deck 
should be poured by the end of the 
month.  
   MoDOT Engineer Matt Killion says he 
expects the bridges to be ready for 
drivers by December 1. 
  Both bridges will be ushered into 
Grandview with ribbon cuttings before 
they open up to drivers.  
   When scheduled, the ceremonies will 
be posted on the City website  at 
grandview.org/calendar.
