In Accordance to Senate Bill 5 the Grandview Municipal Court hereby makes the following notice available to the public:
You have been summoned to come to court on the date shown on your ticket.
You may plead not guilty by coming to court and a trial date will be set.
You may plead guilty by mail or by coming to the Court to pay your fine.
If you plead guilty, you will be given a new date to pay if you can’t pay the day of court.
If you want to plead guilty, but you don’t have the funds to pay your ticket, you still must come to court. You will not be arrested for not having money to pay.
If you are indigent, you may be required to complete documentation to be determined by the court as evidence of your financial status and as an aid to the court in assessing fines, costs and setting of a payment plan.
If you do not come to court when summoned to do so, you are subject to a warrant being issued for your arrest.
Right to an Attorney
A defendant has the right to be represented by an attorney in any case in the municipal court.  If the defendant is indigent (can’t afford an attorney) and if the charge filed against them could carry a penalty of jail time, then, the defendant can make application for a court appointed attorney called a Public Defender.  
An application for a public defender is available at the Violation Bureau (window 5) this application needs to be filled out in person at the Grandview Municipal Court and prior to any court date.
Fines and Fees
The Grandview Municipal court only assesses fines and costs as authorized by law.
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
