NOTICE AND INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS

The City of Grandview, Missouri will received sealed bids for Design and Installation of an Irrigation System for the new Meadowmere Park Spray Ground located in Meadowmere Park, 13500 Byars Road, Grandview, Missouri. 

Bid will be received until 10 a.m., Tuesday, August 20, 2019. Bids should be sent to the City Clerk located at the Grandview City Hall. Bids should be mailed or dropped off at 1200 Main Street, Grandview, Mo  64030.

Bids shall be delivered prior to the time and place indicated above.  Each bid shall be placed in a sealed envelope labeled on the outside of the envelope stating:  “SPRAY PARK IRRIGATION BID”


The City of Grandview reserves the sole right to not open a bid and to waive, or not to waive, any irregularities in the bids and to determine which bid is the he most responsive. 

Prevailing wages will not apply to this project.

The location of this irrigation project is directly south of the Grandview Community Center, which is located at 13500 Byars Road, Grandview, Missouri 64030.


[bookmark: _GoBack]NOTE:   Bidders will be required to state in their bid a start date for this project.  The start date will be a determining factor in awarding this bid.





SPECIFICATIONS AND CONDITIONS

1. GENERAL:	The Contractor that is awarded the bid will be responsible for locating all underground utilities, and will assume the cost of repair for any damage done to said utilities.

2. WORKMANSHIP:	All work to be performed shall be through workmanship by competent workers and in accordance with the standards of the respective trades involved. All work shall comply with the requirements of The Uniform Plumbing Code except as superseded by the respective governing regulatory, municipal, state and national codes and regulations.  All permits, inspections, approval or other fees imposed by such governing agencies or organizations shall be included in the contract proposal. Fees associated with City of Grandview permits shall be waived. A Plumbing Permit will be required through the Community Development Department-fee will be waived. Additionally, an Occupational License to perform work in the City of Grandview will be required.

3. MATERIAL AND EQUIPMENT:	All materials and equipment shall be new, without defects, or damage from any cause and shall be as specified, unless a substitution is approved by the City’s Representative.

4. GUARANTEE OF MATERIALS, EQUIPMENT AND WORKMANSHIP: The contractor shall guarantee all materials, equipment, and workmanship for a period of (1) year from the date of written acceptance of the completed work by the Owner or his representative.

5. VISITING THE SITE:	The current job site is under construction for the new spray park by Mega Industries Corporation. The contractor shall check in with the project superintendent Eric Bachman (Cell 913-961-5884) before stepping onto the project worksite. It would be advisable to call in advance of your site visit. This site is a hardhat required site so visiting contractor should plan accordingly.  No additional compensation shall be allowed for work or materials omitted from the Contractor’s bid due to failure to inform himself by such investigation. Visitation shall be between 8 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.; Monday-Friday

6. OPERATING AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS:     Written instructions shall be furnished for operating and maintenance of the additional irrigation system being installed.

7. DRAWINGS:	Included in this bid proposal are existing irrigation drawings that were installed around the community center and is to be used to provide water and a controller.  A plan sheet of the new landscaping and turf areas for the spray park project is also included.  The new irrigation system will need to provide irrigation for the landscape beds and the sodded areas INSIDE the fence line.  

8. ZONE TIE-IN LOCATIONS.  The valve zones that can be uses to connect this system into the existing irrigation system at the View Community Center are Zones #12 & 13 that can be found on the drawing “View Irrigation Map”.

9. TIME FRAME:	The work for this project looks to take place in late summer or early fall.  The landscaping portion of the project is scheduled to wait until the irrigation system is installed. Hence: timely completion of this project will be a deciding factor on awarding this bid to a contractor.

10. BACKFLOW PREVENTION:	A backflow value for this irrigation addition is not needed as the main irrigation system already has a backflow preventer installed.

11.  IRRIGATION CONTROLER:	The existing irrigation controller has adequate room for these additional zones so a new controller is not needed or required.

12.  MANUFACTURE:  Contractor shall use Rain Bird Sprinkler equipment or approve equal.







13.  PIPE INSTALATION:	All pipe where possible shall be pulled in with a vibratory plow as to cause minimal disturbance to the soil surface. In the event of necessity of trenching, excavate straight and true with bottom uniformly sloped to low points. Trenches shall be no wider than is necessary to install piping, boxes, etc.  Rocks, roots, and other obstructions shall be cut out to width of trench and backfilled with smooth tamped material. Remaining soil and or rock will be stocked pile on site to be determined by the City’s Representative.

14.  TURF AREAS:  All sprinkler heads shall be installed  level with surrounding turf or soil. It is required that the system will provide head-to-head coverage on the design. Rotors are the preferred head for this area but the City would consider other alternatives.

15.  LANDSCAPE AREAS: Mist irrigation heads shall be used in these areas or approve alternative. The City will not accept drip irrigation in the landscape bed areas. 

16.  STATIC PRESSURE:	Static pressure on the current system is approximately 105 PSI.

17.  TESTING:  After the new sprinkler and piping have been installed, the new system shall have a full head of water used to flush out the system. Once flushed, the system shall be turned off and the system pressured tested for 24 hours.  No testing shall occur until the last solvent weld joint has had at least 24 hours to cure.  Sprinkler heads shall be installed, tested, and adjusted for operation in accordance with the design requirements. Heads shall be installed to assure efficient operation in turf and landscape areas.  Turf areas irrigation shall comply with head-to-head coverage.

18.  AS BUILTS:	The Contractor will be required to provide As-Built drawing on the irrigation system installed.  Final payment will not be authorized until the City has receive a copy of AS-Built Plans.

19.  WINTERIZATION:  The City will likely use an air compressor to blow the access water from the piping and heads. The new system shall be designed so that this process can be used.

20.  BID PROPOSAL AND PRICING:     On the bidder’s bid form, they shall indicate a total price for the new irrigation addition. The price shall include all equipment, piping, labor, etc. to make an operational system.  Additionally, the bidder shall show on their bid sheet a date when they estimate they could start the project.

The Contractor shall specify manufacturing irrigation equipment being used on this project.

21.   QUICK CONNECT VALVES:  On Plan L300 there are three locations called out for quick connect valves to be installed.  IN YOUR BID PLEASE PRICE THEM OUT AS ALTERNATES -  ALTERNATE “A1”.    Quick coupling valves shall be ¾ of an inch – (Rain Bird Part Number – 3RC). The male hose connectors for these valves ARE NOT NEEDED and should not be included in the bid price for this project.

22.  BID FORM:   Each bidding firm shall supply a Bid Form for their bid.  The Bid Form shall have the following information on it:

a. Companies name, address, phone number, email address, date
b. Contact person with phone number & email address
c. Total price for the project
d. Alternate bid to add (3) Quick connect valves located on drawing L300. Price shall be outside of the total price for project
e. Proposed date that the installation process can start
f. Any warranties related to the installation or products used
g. Any variance outside of the specifications
